1. Go to Control Panel
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2. Click on "Sounds and Audio Devices". A property window will pop up. Go to the speaker settings section and choose Advanced. 
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3. Then choose the "Stereo headphone" as default speaker.
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4. Choose "Bluetooth AV/HS Audio" under Audio and voice setting.
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4. Click on Apply and then click OK. You can now use the headset with your computer.
